Since 1989 I have done all the psychometrics for the California Psychological Inventory (CPI), 
including the 1996 revision.  Recent contributions include statistical analyses for the development of 
a special version of the CPI for use by NASA in the testing and selection of astronauts.  I serve on 
the CPI Advisory Committee established by Consulting Psychologists Press, Inc.  In 2000 I served 
as a consultant for the State of California POST Commission (Commission on Police Officer 
Selection and Training).  In collaboration with Harrison Gough, I have just completed work on a 
special version of the CPI to be used in business settings.
